WILL OF DAVID HINTON

State of North Carolina

Wake County

I, David Hinton of the County of Wake do make and ordain this to be my last Will and Testament, in manner and form as follows, hereby making all other wills….

Item 1.  I desire my just debts to be paid and of such of my perishable estate as is not specifically bequeathed.

Item 2.  I give to my beloved wife Mary all my household and kitchen furniture and all the jewelry of the family (except as otherwise disposed of hereinafter) my family picture, my guns, my books and the sum of One thousand dollars to be paid to her immediately on my death, which I prefer before all devises and bequests and charge on my entire estate.

Item 3.  To my son Charles Lewis Hinton, I give a silver pitcher marked with the initials C. L. H. which as a gift to my father from his cousins Grizzy and Sally Hinton, also the plain gold watch which belonged to my father.

Item 4.  To my daughter Jane Hinton, I give my hunting case watch.

Item 5.  All the residue of my estate of whatever nature or kind I desire shall be kept as our common stock under the case of my wife for the equal benefit of my wife and children, as tenants in common, and by her to be managed at her discretion for that purpose.

Item 6.  In the event of the marriage of my wife, or the marriage or arrival at age of either of my children, I direct that the aforesaid residue of my estate, with all the profits accrued from the management thereof, shall be divided and allotted as follows.

(First)  To my wife for her life all the land in Wake County lying north of the Tarboro road including my residence known as Midway, with the use when she may need it, of the Gin House on the south side of said road.

(Second) The residue of my lands in Wake and Edgecombe Counties, I give to my children equally as tenants in common.

Item 7.  I devise to my children on the death of my wife all the real estate I have devised to her for life in case a division shall take place under Item 6.

Item 8.  If a division of my estate as provided in item 6, should be made during the life of my wife, I direct that all the stocks and other perishable estate on the farms and the increase and profits which may have accrued there from, no matter how invested, shall be divided equally between my wife and children.


Item 9.  In the event that no such contingency as is provided for in item 6, should occur during her life time to authorize a division of my real estate my will is that all the interest therein which I have given to her shall upon her death be equally divided between my children in the manner provided by item 12.  Provided nevertheless that should any one of my said children be then dead leaving issue, such issue shall represent his or her parent and take such share as the parent would have taken if then living.

Item 10.  I give my wife full power before the period of division shall arrive to sell any portion of the real estate, and the same to invest as she may deem best, but the portion thus sold and invested shall be regarded, as to the principal money, as land, and on division shall be regarded as attached to the tracts from which they were cut off for sale and shall go as the parcels thus sold would have gone, had there been no sale.

Item 11.  I give to my wife for the support of herself and family all necessary? Provisions for one year, and if she should carry on the farm she may keep on hand for that purpose all such stock, provisions, farming implements and other necessaries as may be needed for that purpose.

Item 12.  If any one or more of my children should die before the time provided for division, then those surviving at the time shall take as though such deceased child or children had never been born.

Item 13.  I direct that my children shall be well educated and I empower their guardian to use, if absolutely necessary, not only the interest and profits of their estate, but so much of the principal as may be requisite for that purpose.

Item 14.  Whereever a sale is authorized by this Will I empower the Executirix, or whoever may execute it to make such sale publicly or privately and for cash or upon credit; if upon credit to take two or more able sureties.  And the like power I confer upon the guardian hereby appointed.

Item 15.  I appoint my wife Executirix of my Will; and direct that she be guardian of my children so long as she may remain single.
